The song, Such a
Crime, found its inspiration in a true story, an op-ed piece by Barbara Ehrenreich in the New
York Times. The song is our effort to give a voice to the voiceless, questioning the increasing
criminalization and hard-heartedness to the rising tide of poverty and inequality. The song asks
simply: is it a crime to be poor? The original version as well as a new “vanilla” version are
available online. We also are offering, for another easy singalong idea, the sheet music (PDF) to
